The Platelet PGD Microfuge Tubes and Disposable Pipettes are only for 
use with the Platelet PGD Test. 

B.	 SUMMARY AND EXPLANATION OF THE TEST
Platelet PGD Microfuge Tubes and Disposable Pipettes are single use, 
disposable accessories for use with the Platelet PGD Test. They are 
used in the processing of samples prior to addition to the Platelet PGD 
Test Device for detection of aerobic and anaerobic Gram-positive and 
Gram-negative bacteria in leukocyte-reduced apheresis platelets (LRAP)
at the time of adjunct quality control testing and in the processing of 
Platelet PGD Controls.

C.	 PRINCIPLES OF THE PROCEDURE
Platelet PGD Microfuge Tubes and Disposable Pipettes are specifically 
for use with the Platelet PGD Test. Similar laboratory disposables 
should not be substituted.
